Court Locations

The Club has a total of 11 lighted tennis courts. Five of the tennis courts are located

at the Trails location at 10216 Scripps Trail and are labeled A-E. Six of the tennis
courts are located at the Aviary location at 9875 Aviary Drive and are numbered 1-6.

Court Reservations

Tennis courts can be reserved one day in advance starting at 8am the day prior, for example, call
Friday at 8am for Saturday reservations. Courts can be reserved by calling the Club at 271-6222.
Reservations can be made on the half hour and up to 2 hours per caller.

Ball Machine

The Aviary location has a tennis ball machine available for rental on court #6. The current cost
for renting the ball machine is $4 per half hour and $8 per hour paid in advance. Ball machine
cards are available and can be purchased at the Aviary front desk for $60, which includes ten (1)
hours. To reserve the ball machine you must reserve court #6 and the ball machine when calling
in your reservation. Members must be 16 years old to use the ball machine unless accompanied
by an adult. New users must attend a ball machine clinic or demonstration before using the
machine.

Racquet Stringing

Doug Denton offers professional in-house racquet stringing and custom grip service. He is an
official stringer for ATP/WTA professionals. Drop-off your racquet at Aviary with a 24-hout
turnaround time. All strings are available. Contact Doug at 735-2658.

Tennis Programs and Activities

Private Lesson Refund Policy

If the lesson is cancelled at least 24 hours in advance, there will be no charge. If the lesson is
cancelled by the participant inside of 24 hours or they are a no show, the payment will be equal to
half of the lesson cost. If the instructor cancels the lesson within 24 hours, they will provide a free
lesson to the member. The exception is cancelled lessons due to weather. In this instance, it will be
assumed that the lesson is on, unless it is communicated differently between the instructor and the
participant.
